Full records of papers from 1999 to the present contain the complete list of references cited by the authors.
Citing Articles

A Citing Articles button takes you from a full record of a proceedings paper to a list of journal articles that cite that
paper. (A subscription to Web of Science” is required.)

Related Records®

Related Records are two records that share at least one cited reference. A Related Records search is a fast and efficient
method of locating relevant research that cannot be found by traditional subject or author searching.

KeyWords Plus®

KeyWords Plus are keywords taken from the titles of cited articles. They provide supplementary search terms or access
points for retrieval.

Analyze Results

Use the Analyze tool to view an analysis of search results - by author, conference title, publication year, journal subject
category, institution, language, source title or country/territory.

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General Search

Enter search terms in one or more field boxes. If you enter terms in multiple boxes,

Proceedings applies AND logic to combine the fields. Use Boolean operators (AND, OR,

NOT, SAME) to combine terms in the same field box. Select language and
document type limits from drop-down list boxes at the bottom of the page.

Topic

Enter a single word or a phrase to search titles, abstracts, and keywords. Select the Title
only check box to limit retrieval to records whose titles contain the search term(s)

Enter money supply to find records containing the phrase money supply.
Enter cryogenic” to find records containing cryogenic, cryogenics, or cryogenically.
Enter helium AND tritium to search for records containing both helium and tritium.

Enter helium SAME tritium to search for records containing helium and tritium in the
title, in the same sentence of an abstract, or in the same keyword phrase.

Enter helium OR tritium to search for records containing either helium or
tritium (or both words).

Author

Enter the last name of an author, followed by the initials. Separate initials with periods or
spaces. It is advisable to place a wildcard after the first initial. You may truncate after the
first initial or enter the last name without initials.

Enter Rao G to find Rao G.
Enter Rao G* to find Rao G, Rao GA, Rao GM, Rao GV, Rao GRS, Rao GSRS, etc.

Enter Ne$man$ M* to find Newman M, Newman MA, Newmann M, Neuman M,
Neuman MG Neumann M, Newmann MD, and so on.

Enter Del Rio M* OR Delrio M* to find the name Del Rio M, which might appear as
DelRio M.

Enter Bauer AND Ceccherini to find records of articles authored by both Bauer and
Ceccherini.

Source Title

Click the source list link to look up journal titles. You can copy a title from the list and
paste it in the field box.

Enter Urban Studies to find records of articles in the journal Urban Studies.

Enter Market* to find journal titles beginning with Market including Marketing Letters

and Marketing Science. This search will not find Journal of Marketing or Journal of
Marketing Research.

Enter Journal of Marketing Research OR Marketing Science to find records of
articles published in either Journal of Marketing Research or Marketing Science.

Conference

Enter a word or words from the title of a conference. To refine your search, search for the

conference location and/or year. For example:

Enter photonics AND Russia AND 2001 to find records of papers from the 2nd
Conference on Photonics for Transportation held in Sochy, Russia, in 2001.

Address

Enter terms such as the name of an institution, a city, a country, or a postal code to
search for the address of an author. Address terms are frequently abbreviated. Click the
Abbreviations list link to look up abbreviations of address terms.

Enter Univ Minnesota to search for the University of Minnesota.

Enter Novartis SAME Barcelona to search for Novartis and Barcelona in the same
address.

To add records to the Marked List,
select one of the options on the right
hand side of the page of search
results:

B Select the check box to the left of
each record you want to mark.
Then select Selected Records and
click Submit.

B Select All records on this page
and click Submit.

B Enter a range of records (e.g. 1 -
200). Then click Submit. You can
also mark up to 500 records
individually on the full record page.

To print, save, export, or e-mail
marked records, or to order the full
text, click the Marked List button on
the toolbar. Then on the View
Marked Records page, follow these
steps:

1. Clear the check box next to records

you do not want to include in the
output.

2.Select a Sort option

3. Select the fields you want to
include in your output.

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Advanced Search

Advanced Search is for experienced users who want to develop complex search queries. Preface search terms with two-
character field tags. Combine terms with Boolean operators. Use parentheses to specify the order of logical
operations. You can also use set numbers to reference previously run searches.

Field tags: TS= Topic, TI= Title (article title), AU= Author, GP= Group Author, SO= Source (journal title),

AD= Address, OG= Organisation, SG= Suborganization, SA= Street Address, CI= City, PS= Province/State,

CU= Country, ZP= Zip/Postal Code

® Enter SO=Clinical Neuropharmacology AND TI=agoraphobia* to find records of papers published in Clinical
Neuropharmacology that have the word agoraphobia in the title.

® Enter CF=(parallel architecture®* AND 2000) AND AU=(Lee J* AND Padua D*) to find records of papers by J Lee
and D Padua given at the International Conference on Parallel Architectures and Compilation Techniques, OCT 15-
19, 2000.

® Enter #3 AND #4 to create a set consisting of records common to sets 3 and 4.

Search History

All searches run during the current session are listed in the search history table. From the search history table, you can
save search histories, open previously saved histories, combine sets, and delete sets. The search history table is also
available on the Advanced Search page.
